Input part of the Lesson

Acquire New Knowledge

Goal: Interaction between teacher, student and content [teacher provides guidance – students construct 

         mental models out of the knowledge].

Steps:

1) Determine the content – chunk the content into 5-10 minute amounts.

2) Determine method of inputting the content [Input – Organization]

· Hearing {lecture, speakers, forums, Q-A sessions} ----- [small groups summarize and add to summaries]

· Viewing {videos, slides, pictures, experiments, demonstrations} ------ [question, summary, compare notes]

· Reading {textbook, supplemental reading, primary source, article} ------[strategy: read w/pencil, reciprocal reading, read aloud]

 

3) Preview the content – start the students thinking about the content {use of advanced organizers, cues, questions.

4) Tie new content by accessing prior knowledge.

5) Conduct the learning in chunks ------ implement the inputting of the content in chunks.

6) Have students process information after the inputting of each chunk ------ {give real consideration to cooperative learning strategies}------[strategies such as summarizing, questioning, clarifying, predicting, elaborating ---- use cumulative reviews, sequence information, develop summaries, state main ideas, predict and check outcomes, create graphic representations, draw pictures, pictographs, models, engage in kinesthetic representations of the content, use of inferential questions, student reflection to discover any areas of confusion]. Note: elaborating:  “if this is the case then this must be …” : “if this happened then I would conclude this might happen next” [inference]

7) Have students rehearse information [Mnemonic devices, employing imagery, rhyming]

Apply/Deepen Understanding of New Knowledge

Goal:  Provide opportunities to practice new skills and deepen understanding of new information---extended processing and providing additional exposures to the new knowledge

1) Using strategies that will require students to interact with the teacher, other students and the content in deeper ways.[Strategies like:  Similarities and Differences, error analysis, group discussions, argumentation, debates, problem-solving, homework, researching and revising hypotheses, revising and correcting notebooks]

2) Post reading strategies can assist students In making meaning and extending the thinking process [save the last word for me, 4-2-1, reciprocal questioning]

3) Writing assignments can provoke deeper thinking [higher level quick write prompts, RAFT’s, SPAWN, essays] 

4) Extending the processing should provide adequate time to work with the information, receive feedback from the teacher and allow for reflection and revision by the student.
