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Question:  When should you cite something in a paper?  

Answer:  When something comes from a source other than
your head, it must be cited, even if it’s put into your own

words.  

This includes interviews, books, magazines, newspapers, the Internet, and so forth.


To cite properly, you must give credit to the source in the paper and at the end on a separate Works Cited page.  (Yes, cite your sources twice.)

In an essay on urban legends, Jan Harold Brunvand notes that “some individuals make a point of learning every recent rumor or tale . . . and in a short time a lively exchange of details occurs” (78).
                                
Begin your works cited list on a separate page from the text of the essay under the label Works Cited (with no quotation marks, underlining, etc.), which should be centered at the top of the page. 

Make the first line of each entry in your list flush left with the margin. Subsequent lines in each entry should be indented one-half inch. This is known as a hanging indent. 

Double space all entries, with no skipped spaces between entries. 

Keep in mind that underlining and italics are equivalent; you should select one or the other to use throughout your essay. 

Alphabetize the list of works cited by the first word in each entry (usually the author’s last name).
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The most basic rules for works cited entries are: 

PRINT BOOKS 

Last name, First name of author. Title of Book. City where published: Name of Publisher, year published. Print. 

PRINT MAGAZINES 

Last name, First name of author (if given). "Title of Article." Name of Magazine Date of issue: page numbers. Print. 

MAGAZINE ARTICLE FROM LIBRARY ONLINE DATABASE 

Last name, First name of author (if given). "Title of Article." Name of Magazine Date of issue: page numbers. Name of Database. Web. Date of Access.
