

How to Become a SGA Club
Checklist: 2011 – 2012 




1. 	Acquire interest
2. 	Hold an interest meeting (open to the public)
3. 	Create a list of membership (at least 10 members) in the club/organization	
4. 	Elect Officers	(Pres, VP, Sec, Treas, SGA Rep)
5. 	Write:
  Bylaws, Constitution, and Mission Statement for the organization 
6. Select an advisor (member of the Thiel College faculty, staff, or administration)
7. 	Contact the SGA President on your clubs interest in joining SGA	
8. 	Present the club to the SGA General Assembly for vote of membership	
9. 	Return to the next General Assembly meeting to answer questions before the vote	
10. 	Work out a budget for the organization & present it to the SGA General Assembly
