Definition of Emotional Support Animal 
Emotional Support Animal (ESA): A mature animal (at least one year old) that provides therapeutic emotional support for students with significant mental health difficulties who provide appropriate, credible documentation that they have a need for the presence of the animal in the residence hall/campus housing in order to have full benefit or enjoyment of their residency.  ESAs are not pets.  ESA’s are classified as animals commonly kept in households.  Reptiles, barnyard animals, monkeys, and other/non-domesticated animals are not considered common household animals.

Pet: A pet is an animal kept for ordinary use and companionship. A pet is not considered a service or assistance animal. Pets are not permitted in the facilities of Thiel College. Any pets on the grounds of Thiel College must be under appropriate restraint (leash, cage, etc.) and must be in close proximity to the owner at all times. Thiel College may, in its sole discretion, require the removal of pets on its grounds for any reason including, but not limited to, failure to be appropriately restrained.

As a student making this request, you have the right to confidentiality about your disability. However, in order to process your request, the ARC Coordinator needs to share your information with the Accommodated Housing Committee.
Once all of your documentation is received (completion of ESA Professional Form and other required accommodated housing forms and releases) at the ARC, the ARC Coordinator will share information about your request to the Accommodated Housing Committee.  The Committee will then approve/deny the request and the ARC Coordinator will notify you of the Committee’s decision, via email.  If approved, you will be required to submit health and immunizations records/licenses for the animal, to the ARC, PRIOR to bringing your ESA into housing.  The Accommodated Housing Committee must approve your ESA prior to you bringing your ESA to campus. Failure to follow this policy could result in fines and/or removal of the animal from housing.  If approved, additional paperwork may be needed PRIOR to bringing your animal to campus:
